Overseas applicants may submit a high quality CD or DVD recording in lieu of a live audition, to be received by the Conservatorium
before auditions commence. A letter of verification from a music teacher or suitably qualified person to confirm that this is the
applicant’s own work must also be enclosed.

Note: Every applicant must also sit for an Aural/Theory test on campus, regardless of academic background. These are held each
day of the audition period at 12.00 noon. Bookings are not required.

Accompaniment: Applicants attending a live audition who require accompaniment will need to provide their own accompanist or
book an accompanist through the Accompanists’ Guild (08 8431 6030).
